· Loss of $9,000 from Marriott/Winston-Salem room minimum charges is not reflected in November financials.  Marriott adjusted loss for Friday and Saturday nights when they were full.   Room guarantee was based on Montgomery Week usage and the estimate was too high for a Rotating Specialty. 
· Danica Burge retired two trophies which reduces the totals for trophies and awards to $95,000.

· YTD, STCA has experienced a $20,000 loss.
