· Pam Williams presented a 2026 Rotating Specialty proposal from the Heart of America Scottish Terrier Club (HASTC) on Saturday February 28, 2026, at Purina Farms, Grey Summit, MO.  Pam asked Susan Jacobsen to consider events for Companion Dogs. STCA needs to increase participation of Companion Dogs and their owners in our sponsored events.  Susan will discuss the idea with HASTC board members (including Christine O’Brien and Jeff Jones from the STCA board). 
· Items for discussion amongst STCA board members included:
· Hotel and meal fees for the weekend are reasonably priced.  

· Inclusion of Top 20 Event on Friday, February 27, 2026, was mentioned but is not part of the current HASTC proposal. The Top 20 is an STCA sponsored event but there is no Chair at the current time.  Unless a volunteer comes forward to Chair a Top 20 event it should not be considered for 2026 
· Inclusion of a Companion Dog event in place of a Top 20 Event at Purina Farms on Friday, February 27, 2026, was discussed.  A companion Dog event may draw more participants and interest in local club activities than the Top 20 event. There is a possibility that the banquet could be scheduled on an evening that is convenient for Companion Dog owners. 
· St Louis, Mo area has significant Companion Dog community led by Vicki Frazier and HOASTC is tasked to reach out to that group for inclusion in developing activities that Companion Owners might enjoy during the Rotating weekend. Financial Reports – June 2024
The Club recorded a Net Loss of $1,412 for June and year-to-date Net Loss of $21,279. The monthly

loss was comprised of activities from the General & Administrative, "G&A" $3,201, Committees $1,683,

Bagpiper $977 and Board $56 activities; this was offset by net income from Rotating and Shoppe activities. The Club’s Net Assets on June 30, 2024, were $498,723, a decrease of $50,201 from June 2023 of $548,924 ($27,250 related to Trophies/Awards which were retired at the end of 2023.
$22,951 related to operations). Cash balances in checking and savings, which provides cash for

operations was $103,342 excluding certificates of deposit.

Blueberry Hill Award/GCHP Woburn Barbary Iron Man Award

· Suzanna presented a proposal for the GCHP Woburn Barbary Iron Man Award as a replacement for the Blueberry Hill Award.   The sponsors are Ron and Maurine McConnell (Barbary) and Steve and Debi Russell (Woburn).    The award will be given to the dog or bitch defeating the most dogs during the award year in all-breed, group, and specialty competition during a calendar year.   Owners of the dog or bitch must be STCA members.   

Points will be calculated based on the Canine Chronicle All Breed Standings.    The annual recipients will be awarded a personalized Wendell August tray to take home for their own collection. Engraving will be done by the sponsors.   The award will be sponsored for a period of ten years starting in 2025 for the 2024 Award Year with an option to continue for an additional ten years.
